Medium of Instruction (MOI) Policy

According to the Refined Medium of Instruction Policy issued by the Education Bureau, English can
be used as the medium of instruction for all subjects in 3 out of 4 classes in F.1, F.2 and F.3.
School-based arrangement

To avoid mismatching and negative labeling effect on Form one students, all Form one classes
will adopt the same medium of instruction.

In Form 2 and Form 3, there are 3 classes using English as the Medium of Instruction. When
students are promoted to Form 2 or Form 3, their performance in English Language and
subjects taught in English will be used to decide whether they are going to study in the 3
“English classes” or the “English enhancement class”. The “English enhancement class” has a
smaller class size of about 25 students so as to cater for learner diversity and better equip
students for senior secondary education.

Measures to enhance students’ English proficiency
Our school has adopted various measures to enhance students’ English proficiency and to create

an English-rich learning environment.

Curriculum and Teaching

- All new Form 1 intakes will have to attend an English bridging programme to get familiar with
the vocabulary and phrases commonly used in subjects taught in English.

- Teachers teaching subjects adopting English as the MOI will familiarize students with vocabulary
and expressions of the subjects concerned. They will also adjust the teaching pace according to

students’ learning.
- Small class teaching is implemented in English

lessons so as to cater better for learner diversity.

- There are oral lessons with the NET for each class of Form 1 to 3.

- The school has set up a Language Across the Curriculum Unit in which English teachers and
content subject teachers can collaborate to support students to learn in English.

- Students are encouraged to read extensively during morning reading sessions and have

book-sharing in class.

- Students have to subscribe to English newspapers and read in class under the guidance of

teachers.

- To foster self-access learning, the school provides all students with an online English learning

platform to boost independent learning.

- Enhancement and remedial English classes are offered to appropriate students.
- With the co-operation of local universities and the Education Bureau, the school provides ample
teacher training to enhance teachers’ teaching effectiveness when using English as the MOI.

Co-Curricular Activities

- The English Department and the English Club have organized various English activities, including
English Café, movie shows, Radio Fantasia, English Speaking Days, English Drama, English Fun




Day, English Stall Games, visits and outings.

- The English Department will also collaborate closely with other subject departments to organize
activities which are conducive to learning.

- A 5-day summer English camp run by English speaking tutors is organized for new Form 1
intakes so that they can use English in a fun way.

- English Ambassadors and student leaders are encouraged to take up a leading role in organizing
English activities and school events conducted in English.

Creating a Language-rich Environment

- English is adopted as the major medium for board displays.

- Major school events, such as Sports Days, the Opening Ceremony, the Prize-Giving Ceremony,
etc., are conducted in English.

- Morning assemblies are mainly conducted in English. Teachers of various subjects, student
representatives from each class and various clubs will make announcements or promotions in
English under the guidance of English teachers.

- Eye-catching English posters are displayed around the school campus.

Other Supporting Measures

- Students can easily access and borrow English books on different subjects from the school
library and the English Corner.

- Surveys are conducted at least once every year to collect views about English learning and
teaching.
